Beginning this month we will be engaging in a series of Visioning Workshops with an aim towards developing our 
sense of where God is leading us in the future.  The workshops will be about 90 minutes and the first will focus on 
Worship on Sunday April 19, beginning at 6:30.  The second will be focused on Christian Education and will be on 
Sunday, May 17, at the same time. So what is visioning and why do we need to work at it? 
 
What we need is a vision which will give us direction and purpose together. A meaningful vision invites others to 
become a part of what God is doing.  A vision describes what we may accomplish and shapes our work towards 
accomplishing it.  Meaningful visions invite commitment and cause people to feel a sense of community together.  
Real vision requires discernment, and flows out of our relationship with Christ. 
 
A real vision causes us to grow and become bigger than we are now; calls from us capabilities that we have not 
yet learned, and invites us to accomplish work that is too big for us; because a vision given by the Holy Spirit be-
comes the source and foundation of our faith.  When the Holy Spirit builds a vision within us we become a part of 
something far greater than we can currently envision.  When the church was rebuilt following the fire, the vision 
first had to be formed of something bigger than had existed before.  That is the process we are going to be devel-
oping together. 
 
The difficulty is that vision calls us to set aside our attachment to what we have now.  There is a sacrifice that has 
to be made of letting go of our personal preferences (not what I want, or what we want, but what does God want 
to take place).  In order to build vision we have to accept that what is best is ahead of us, not behind us.  We 
donôt seek ways to maintain what exists, but to envision what God will do through us. 
 
Real vision has to grow out of knowledge of needs.  We must realize that the experiences that were most impor-
tant to nurturing our faith did not come from looking backwards.  We grew in our faith because those who assisted 
us and created those worship and faith experiences were acting on a vision that they had developed through 
prayer and discipleship.  Those dynamic and powerful moments that have made us who we are grew out of a 
knowledge of the hunger and need for growth that was current at that time.  As we grow in vision we will do so 
with a respect and appreciation of the needs that God is calling us to meet today, rather than focusing on the pro-
grams of the past. 
 
In this process we will covenant to do some very important steps.  First, and above all we will covenant to pray 
continually, especially that Godôs Holy Spirit will guide us.  We will covenant to listen with openness to God, to 
one another, and to others who are outside of our congregation at this time.  We will covenant to learn and grow 
through this process.  In that way we will see and hear new possibilities and vision.
