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Forgiveness and Healing 

 
1
 Bless the Lord, O my soul, and all that is within me, bless his holy name.

 Bless the Lord, O my soul, and do not forget all his benefits—

   who heals all your diseases,

You may have noticed that our theme of healing finds itself focusing a great deal upon forgiveness.  For-

giveness is an essential part of our process of being made whole.  But we need to understand how 

prayer, forgiveness, and acceptance play into healing if we want to be most effective in experiencing the 

renewal that God intends for us. 

 

We have to begin with the focus on what it means to be ill or diseased as Christians.  A wise professor 

once said in a lecture: “The main thing you have to recognize about ‘mental illness’ is that it results in 

suffering.  If a person’s state of mind is different but does not cause them to be unhappy or uncomfort-

able, that is being eccentric, and we shouldn’t judge people because they are different.”  This statement 

has stuck with me because often we are concerned with people becoming “normal.”  That same profes-

sor also said: “Normal is not a useful term, unless you are talking about a setting on a washing ma-

chine.”  What God is concerned about is joy.  The outcome of healing is to restore relationships and en-

able people to know joy in all of God’s gifts. 

 

This is an important distinction from the goals of medical care.  A good physician ordinarily focuses on 

restoring bodies to functioning within healthy parameters. Failing that, then concern for comfort becomes 

the next priority.  What we understand though is that often illness or discomfort has spiritual and rela-

tional elements that need to be addressed.  Lifestyle and habits, diet, exercise, addictions, and stress all 

feed into our physical and mental state.  This is significant to us as we address healing as Christians. 

 

Notice in the Psalm above, the relationship with God’s impact is being recounted: forgiveness, healing, 

redemption, steadfast love, and finally, “satisfies with good as long as you live.” This is a beautiful testi-

mony of what God’s intentions are for our lives individually and as the people of God in fellowship to-

gether. 

 

In this way we address illness and suffering, not as another person’s problem, but as a part of the ex-

perience of the whole body of Christ. As the Apostle Paul says in 1 Corinthians 12, when one part suf-

fers, all suffer together.  Our healthy relationship together as the body of Christ reaches out and im-

proves the health of those who are around us.  We improve each other’s well being and share each 

other’s joy while celebrating each person’s unique gifts and capabilities. 

 

We are celebrating that God brings us healing. Through forgiveness we release the past from having an 

impact on the present. Through prayer and meditation we find direction and relief of our discomfort. And 

through lifting one another up and mutual support we discover the joy of experiencing healing together. 

So together we will continue to move towards healing.

3/6/2016  Physical vs. Spiritual Healing Communion 4th Sunday of Lent 
 
Sermon: "Who Am I Supposed to Become?"     
Theme: In seeking healing we seek God's work to give more than freedom from illness, but a gift of wholeness, 

meaning, and fulfillment of God's purpose as Christ's people.  
Purpose: The congregation will examine themselves and seek to know their gifts and abilities for serving Christ as 

a way of moving beyond focus on illness.  
Scriptures: Psalm 130 I wait for the Lord, through whom comes hope for healing and wholeness. 
 Mark 2:1-12 Jesus heals the paralytic by forgiving his sins; so that God may be glorified. 
 
Questions: 
What gives our lives real meaning? What does it mean to us that our purpose is to “Glorify God and to enjoy relationship 
with Him?”  How do we work towards our healing and wholeness? In what ways is the process of being healed a spiritual 
journey? How do we handle times when illness causes us to feel “at war” with our bodies? How do we understand the 
relationship between our spiritual needs and our physical needs? What does sin have to do with illness? 
 
3/13/2016 Suffering for Christ     5th Sunday of Lent 
Sermon: "Suffering: The Search for 'Why?'"  
Theme: In the midst of our pain and discomfort we need a purpose and reason in order to work toward healing 

and peace.  
Purpose: The congregation will understand the need for disciplines that bringing meaning and purpose to their 

own and other's suffering  
Scriptures: Philippians 1:21-30 Live your life in a manner worthy of the gospel; living and suffering have purpose of 

 serving God. 
 Matthew 5:10-15 Blessed are you when you are persecuted, a light should be allowed to shine 

 clearly for all to see. 
 
Questions: 
How do we deal with suffering that seems to have no meaning or purpose? What is it about the suffering of the young, or 
those who seem undeserving of pain that is so hard for us spiritually? What difference does it make that suffering have a 
meaning to it? In what ways can we participate in finding meaning in suffering? What is the difference between seeking 
meaning in the midst of pain or suffering and trying to justify bad things happening? 
 
3/20/2016 Inviting Christ In     Palm Sunday 
Sermon: “Open the Gates and Let Christ In”  
Theme: Christ comes into our lives to open a new opportunity for righteousness and peace, if we will let go of 

our “inner Pharisees” and welcome the cleansing which will lead to our healing. 
Purpose: The congregation will welcome Christ’s presence to renew and open new avenues for healing. 
Scriptures: Luke 19:28-40 Jesus enters Jerusalem Triumphantly on a colt. 
 Philippians 2:5-11 Have the same mind that was in Christ, that he emptied himself, taking the form of a 

servant. 
 
Questions: 
What does it mean to fully invite Jesus into our lives? What does submission to Jesus mean to us today? Do we really 
want to submit our grudges, our grievances, and our hurts to Jesus? How do we open ourselves to cleansing of the re-
mainder from the anger and memories of the past? What does it mean to have the mind of Christ which is willing to suf-
fer humility for the sake of peace? What difference is there between humility for Christ and making ourselves a target for 
further abuse? 
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Session Plans for Inviting Lombard Mennonite Peace Center to Provide Mediation Services 

 
 

Session voted, at a special meeting on Thursday, February 25, to call for a congregational meeting on 

April 17
th
, at 10:15. At that time, we will hear a presentation from the Lombard Mennonite Peace Center

(LMPC) about leading First Presbyterian Church through a process of reconciliation.   

 

Rev. Bill Blank of the LMPC shared, with the Session, a process in which we will begin with workshops 

for the whole congregation. The workshops will focus on developing an understanding of the systems 

that create conflict and ways in which we can be faithful together, in the midst of differences, working 

through conflict.   

 

Besides these workshops the LMPC would begin information gathering through questionnaires, inter-

views, small groups, and examination of the church’s history, to develop an assessment of the chal-

lenges which have been experienced in the church.  This would result in an “Interim Assessment Re-

port.” This report would become the foundation for a “Healing Phase” that would include structured dia-

logue and mediation. 

 

Following the Healing Phase, we will begin a “Problem Solving Phase” that will develop plans and work 

to develop ways for First Presbyterian Church to move forward and build agreements for the future. 

 

This entire process requires congregational commitment. This is the purpose of the congregational 

meeting on April 17
th
 after worship.  The Lombard Mennonite Peace Center will provide a presentation 

that will last about an hour. The LMPC will survey the congregation regarding its willingness to partici-

pate in the program, as well as the congregation’s view regarding the need for participation. 

 

The cost of this process is significant, running between $40,000 to $50,000, over the course of a year.  

Session has been wrestling with this cost and has begun working on developing resources to manage 

the expenses.  Session voted unanimously to go forward with this process. They believe that, with the 

investment, we will see a much greater return in growth in the church and support for the ministries of 

the church. Every time a cycle of conflict has taken place in our church, we have experienced greater 

loss than what we are anticipating in expenses for these services.  Our goal is that,through this process, 

we will experience renewal that will open the way to new ministry and stability for healthy growth in the 

future.   

 

Please mark your calendar for April 17
th
, 2016 when we will have one worship service at 9:00 AM and 

our congregational meeting. At that time, we will receive the presentation from the Lombard Mennonite
