Reflections

Intro to Peacemaking

“Above all, clothe yourselves with love, which binds everything together in perfect har-
mony. *°And let the peace of Christ rule in your hearts, to which indeed you were called in the
one body. And be thankful. *°Let the word of Christ dwell in you richly; teach and admonish one
another in all wisdom; and with gratitude in your hearts sing psalms, hymns, and spiritual songs
to God. *’And whatever you do, in word or deed, do everything in the name of the Lord Jesus,
giving thanks to God the Father through him.
Colossians 3:14-17

What does it mean to be a peacemaker? We always thinking of the circumstances and challenges of
mediating between people who are not getting along with one another. But how do we develop the heart
and attitude of a peacemaker? Worse yet, how do we become that type of person who actually assists
people to grow and rise above their conflicts, rather than finding ourselves pulled into the issues?

This is the aim of the series which we will be presenting this fall, beginning on September 11, 2016 i the
15" anniversary of the attack on the World Trade Center and the Pentagon. The animosity and hurt of
that experience has had a number of negative outcomes in conflicts throughout the world and feeling
less safe here in the United States. People are hungering for peace that will last.

Our focus will be on the traits and character that Christians need to develop in order to be people of

enable those who are part of a conflict, because that just invites those who are most hostile to continue

to be hostile.

As Peacemakers we have to develop wisdom, compassion, gentleness, and strength. We have to be
loving in developing relationships but at the same time wise in recognizing the ways in which people are
continuing to be hurtful or damaging.

Through our study, we will look at what scripture teaches us about how people use their unique gifts to
be people of peace in various situations. We will look at what spiritual strengths need to be developed in
order to overcome the struggles and attacks that we face, while being focused on the purpose God has
given each of us to serve. We will work on becoming the type of people who are able to endure, and
seek to create peace.

We are looking forward to continue to be Christians: growing humbly in faith, reaching out in love. We
are called to be among those who create peace, and we will be faithful to our call together.

What can we do to learn peace, reconciliation, and healing through our
pilgrimage of worship and fellowship together? What do we need to do in order to be healthy Christians

Sermon: "Not from Around Here"

Theme: As Christians we live by values that do not blend with the culture and often cause us to
feel alienated and alone, but that is how we testify to Christ's love and justice.

Purpose: The congregation will seek to be peaceable and compassionate rather than angrily seek
to get their way.

Scriptures: 1 Peter 2:11-25 You should live as aliens, living peaceably and enduring

hardship

Luke 4:14-30 Jesus was not accepted when he returned to Nazareth.

Questions:

Do we consider ourselves as fAstrangerso and Aaliensod o

and entitlements? Do we treat the people around us as fellow travelers? Or do we think of ourselves as
belonging and others as not belonging? What is the cost to our relationship with God when our identity
takes on the values of the world around us? Do we like the values of the culture around us at this time?
Do we want to be shaped by our knowledge of God or will we allow the attitudes and beliefs that sur-
round us to form our faith?

Purpose: The congregation will recognize that mature Christianity is shown in our relationships
and joyful living in fellowship with one another.
