Recently, I read an article, from a Christian focused publication, about fasting for Lent: “a great 
way to lose weight.”  I think the intention was to reassure me that spiritual practices actually have 
some practical benefit. So here’s the thing, we’re so frequently looking for external improvements 
that we neglect the true power and opportunity of a real inner transformation, during this season. 
Fasting for Lent, or for any other time, in order to shed a few pounds, is a very poor use of your 
time and energy. In contrast, we should focus on the great value of a true fast: opening our hearts 
and minds to God’s presence. 
 
We are prone to see our problems and our needs as being things that are outside of ourselves.   
We need more money. Our relationship problems are other people’s fault. Our job situation is 
poor because we haven’t been given the right opportunity. Other issues come from our parents,  
or from our children (depending on where we are in life). There may even be some truth in these 
things, but the real fact is that problems are our personal reactions and responses to the issues  
we experience.  The real source of our problems lies within us, and how we choose to live. If we 
really want to change our circumstances, we need to begin to change ourselves.  
 
A real fast is intended to open space in our lives to reflect and perceive differently. By opening       
a place that has always been occupied by well-worn patterns, we create a disruption that makes 
learning, change, and renewal a possibility. In that space, we can see ourselves linked to the       
patterns that take place around us. This is the place where we are truly empowered to change.   
 
The fast that God desires for us is one where we open our hearts to seeing, hearing, and thinking 
differently. In place of what is familiar, we prayerfully ask God to let us see the people around us 
as God sees them. Rather than do what we take for granted, we should consider what is meaning-
ful and what has purpose in our lives. We should take time to hear God’s instruction and direction. 
 
So there is still time to consider a useful fast. What you remove from your life as a fast is depend-
ent on what type of space you need to open in your life. Often removing small things that are 
meaningful to us, such as a common activity or behavior, can be much more profound than       
making a huge change. Choosing to not speak negatively, deciding not to participate in hostile 
communication, or giving up forms of drama, can open time for prayerfully lifting up the hurting 
lives in the world around us.     
 
Seek a fast that will make a difference. It is a great opportunity to open light and peace into your 
life.
